On Sunday, August 26, Keith Wyant brought our club trailer to Buckeye Excavating in Bainbridge Township where 
we had access to their scale.  12 club members met and brought their atvs and spent the better part of the day 
loading and unloading quads in various configurations.  We discovered that by loading them over the side instead 
of front to back focused the weight over the supports and provided better stability when towing it 65mph on 
route 422.  Time was also spent weighing the different atvs to see the difference between dry weight listed by 
the manufacturer and atvs that now have gas, bumpers, winches, packs, fuel cells, and other after market add-
ons.  We discovered some very interesting things.  What was quoted as a 700# on the Polaris 700 weighed in at 
920# with all the extras.  Most of the atvs there that day weighted between 650 and 940 pounds and were 
330cc or more in size.  Keith will provide more information on the trailer at our meeting.  If you have questions do 
not be afraid to ask.
